
Get Your Local Business Listed On Google Local 
 

 
FACT: everyday you’re not on Google Local you’re losing customers, profits 
and ground to your competition. 
 
Now more than ever, your customers use the Internet to search for local goods 
and services. And if you’re not on Google Local, you’re not where they’re 
looking. 
 
Go to Google and search for your good or service in your area (ex: dentist, 
reston va). 
 
Is your business listed next to the map at the top? 
 

 
 
 
If not, don’t do another thing before you read this report and get your business 
listed on Google Local in less than an hour… 



 

What are Google Local Listings and why should you care? 
 
Google Local is the top 10 businesses that appear along side the local map when 
you search for a product or service in a specific geographic region. 
 
So, if you searched for a dentist in Reston, Virginia your search results would 
appear like the screen shot I showed you above. 
 
Notice that after the paid advertisements, Google Local Listings are the first 
search results to appear.  
 
Statistics show that most people who search on Google won’t look beyond the 
second page of results. And that the higher you are within those two pages, the 
more likely someone is to visit your website. 
 
When you’re one of the top 10 listings on Google Local, your business appears 
before any others.  

 

Why You Should Be On Google Local 
 
To start, you should always utilize every reasonable marketing and advertising 
tool available to you. 
 
Google Local is a great way to get local exposure, up your search engine ranking, 
and to drive traffic to your website and your store.  
 
And best of all, it FREE! 
 
And thanks to recent changes, you don’t have to search within in certain city, 
state or zip to get local results anymore. 
 
Using your IP address, Google can approximate where you’re searching from 
and will give you business results in your surrounding area. 
 



Fact is, there are dozens of reasons you should be on Google Local. And I could 
go on and on about them or I could tell you… 

 

How to Get Listed in 7 Simple Steps 
 
Getting listed on Google Local is fast, easy, and free! 
 
Just follow the 7 easy steps outlined below and within 24-48 hours of submitting 
your request, you’ll be on Google Local. 

 

Step 1 
 

• Search for “Google local business center” 
 

 
 

 
Your search results will appear like the screen shot above.  
 
Click the first link that says, “Local Business Center.” 



 

Step 2 
 

• Sign into the business center through your Google account.  
 
If you don’t already have a Google account, you’ll need to sign up for you. If you 
do, enter your Google email address and password in the blue box to the right of 
the page. 
 

 
 



 

Step 3 
 

• Click the “Add new business” button.  
 
Once your local business is listed with Google local, you should come back to 
this page regularly to update your listing with sales, special events, discounts, and 
anything else you can use to attract customers and clients.  
 

 



 

Step 4 
 

• Fill out your brief company profile.  
 
As you type, you’ll see your location on the map and preview of what will appear 
when your prospect rolls their mouse over your location. 
 

 
 



 

Step 5 
 

• Click the “Add Listing” button.  
 

 

 



Step 6 
 

• Fill out your extended company profile. 
 
The more information you provide –pictures, videos, promotions, ect.- the 
higher your business will appear in the search results so include any and 
everything you have. You can even ask happy customers and clients to give you 
favorable reviews. 
 
 

 



 

 
 
In the “Additional Details” section, be sure to include all keywords your 
prospects might search for. You can add up to five one to two-word category 
descriptions like the ones you see above (Ex. “Parking available: Yes; Brands 
carried: Sony…; Spanish speaking: Yes; Service dogs: Allowed; ect.). 

 



 

Step 7 
 

• Validate your business information. 
 
In the last step you’ll be asked to validate either by phone or by postcard.  
 
Choose to confirm by phone to have your local listing up in less time.  
 
When Google’s phone system calls you, enter the 4-digit verification number you 
see you on screen. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
After you’ve completed verification, you can also promote relevant specials by 
clicking the “Coupons” tab.  
 
 



 
 
 
And you’re finished. 
 
Congratualtions! You’re now on Google Local.  
 
Your listing should appear in 24-48 hours. If your business doesn’t show up in at 
least two days, contact Google so they can fix the problem.
